The Local Government (Access to Information) Act
1985 requires us to publish Council meeting agendas
and minutes and accompanying documentation
which includes the names of public speakers (if any),
and details of what they have said at Committee
Meetings.

Committee Meetings are usually attended in person.
However, it is sometimes necessary to hold ‘virtual’
Committee Meetings, for example for reasons of
public health during the Coronavirus pandemic
(2020).

The Freedom of Information Act 2000 creates an
obligation on the Council to be transparent and a
right of access to the information we hold to the
public.
