Postal votes issued to those who set up their postal vote by 
Wednesday 29 May 

Wednesday 19 June (5pm) 

Deadline to apply for a postal vote for this election or to 
cancel/amend an existing postal vote 
 
Deadline to apply for a postal proxy vote for this election 

Around Tuesday 25 June 
Postal votes issued to those who set up their postal vote 
between Thursday 30 May and 5pm on Wednesday 19 June 

Wednesday 26 June (5pm) 

Deadline to apply for a regular proxy vote for this election 
(NOT postal proxy) 
 
First date to apply for emergency proxy vote (after 5pm) 
(conditions apply) 
 
Deadline for Voter Authority Certificates 

Friday 28 June 
First date to issue replacement postal votes for lost or spoilt 
ballot papers 

Thursday 4 July (Election Day) Polling stations are open from 7am and will close at 10pm 

Thursday 4 July (5pm) 

Deadline to issue replacement postal votes 
 
Deadline to hand in a postal vote at Eastleigh House 
 
Deadline to apply for emergency proxy vote (conditions 
apply)
