1. Prevent non-permit holders of Bandstand Court from occupying the Car Park during the day.   
 
2. Secure the expeditious, convenient and safe movement of vehicular and other traffic (including pedestrians) and the provision of suitable and adequate parking facilities, in accordance with the requirements of Section 122 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.
